Reflections on The Church Having looked at the

In light of the challenges we face in the UK, advocating for 
the dignity of refugees and migrants amidst a hostile envi-
ronment, the Caritas Social Action Network (CSAN) which 
Caritas Shrewsbury is a member of, welcomes the teaching 
document Love the Stranger from the Department of Inter-
national Affairs at the Catholic Bishops’ Conference of Eng-
land and Wales (CBCEW).
