FURTHER THREAT TO THE UNBORN OF ABORTION UP
TO BIRTH In the next couple of weeks an attempt is to be
made to widely decriminalise abortion up to the birth. This
is a further assault on the sanctity of human life in our socie-
ty. This extreme amendment to the Criminal Justice Bill is
being made by Diana Johnson MP and parliamentarians will
be under pressure to support the amendment on grounds of
compassion for mothers who seek to abort their unborn
child beyond the legal limits.
